As I reported to the congregation last Sunday (August 19th), one of the 
things that I am doing as part of my Shmita Ministry Leadership plan 
is continuing to grow in my education and development of my 
ministry skills.  One of the books I am reading as a part of this is 
Discovering Your True North by Bill George.  Bill George, the 
former CEO of Medtronic, and who is now a senior fellow at Harvard 

Business School writes this book for business leaders around the world. 
 
Among the national executives he writes about is Piper Jaffray CEO Tad Piper.  (Growing up in the Twin 
Cities and listening to WCCO, Piper Jaffay is a name I know well.)  Bill George uses Piper as an example to 
demonstrate the importance of having ñsupport teamsò for executives (and, in my opinion, everyone!) 
 
Bill George writes, 
If you were facing a major crisis in your lifeð such as losing your job, life-threatening illness, difficulties 
in your marriage, or death of a loved oneð to whom would you turn? In challenging times, you need a 
solid network of trusted relationships with people who are available to counsel and care for you. 
 
Your support team has faith in you and understands you. Supporters don't care about your external 
successes or failures, but they do care about you as a personé Your closest confidants give you the 
resilience to get through hard times and enable you to recognize what is truly important in life. 
 
Afforded early opportunities for business leadership, Piper was appointed chief executive of his family's 
growing financial services firm at age 36. A sophisticated leader, he felt he had little time for intimate 
groups because of his hectic life. He noted, ñIf you told me 20 years ago I would be part of three groups 
that meet regularly and talk about things like feelings and God, I would have said, óThank you, but I don't 
do groups.ôò  
 
Many of us find excusesð I'm too busyé The payoff isn't clearé I'll do it next yearð to avoid building 
the types of relationships these groups engender.
